2021-2022 School Year | Due: Friday, Dec. 10, 2021 

 

The Peoria Education Foundation’s Dr. Santarelli Leadership Scholarship is intended for those graduating 
seniors who have demonstrated excellence in leadership throughout their high school career and plan 
to attend a post-secondary institution including a university, community college or a vocational/trade 
school. The amount of each award varies based on funds raised the previous year and are subject to 
approval from the Foundation Board.  

Dr. Santarelli served the Peoria Unified School District for 35 years as a teacher, assistant principal, 
principal, K-12 administrator, assistant superintendent, deputy superintendent and superintendent. He 
is well-known for his contributions to school improvement and is recognized across Arizona for his 
leadership and mentorship.  Dr. Santarelli retired in 2016 and this scholarship was established in his 
honor.  

All scholarships awarded will be made payable to the recipient’s chosen college, university, or 
vocational/trade school upon confirmation of enrollment.  

Section I: Scholarship Requirements 
In a minimum one-page essay, please describe how you have exhibited strong leadership to make a significant 
impact on or off your high school campus. Your essay should detail what makes a good leader and list qualities 
that a strong leader would have. Your essay should also include who has inspired you and why. Please enclude 
examples of how you have served as a positive role model to others through your leadership. (Note: 
leadership examples may include, but are not limited to: Scholastic, academic or extracurricular leadership, 
volunteerism, those who may have started a new school club, assisted other students on a project, in a class 
or leadership in a sport.)  
 
In addition to the write-up, students must submit the following: 

Provide a letter of recommendation from a teacher or counselor. 
 

Include a current high school transcript from your counselor.

� Include a current a copy of your high school transcript from your counselor. 
� Include the name and email address of the counselor providing a recommendation 
� Make sure the application is signed by a school administrator.  
� Make sure that you and a parent or guardian signs the application.  

Return the completed application and any necessary attachments by 4 p.m., Friday, Dec. 10, 2021 by emailing 
the Peoria Unified School District at pusdpr@pusd11.net.  

Applications will be scored according to the students’ ability to detail information as requested in Section I, as 
well as proper use of grammar, spelling and punctuation.  

Note that applications will not be returned.  

Timeline: 
• Notification will be sent to students via email by Spring Break.  
• Upon receiving an award, students will need to provide proof of enrollment in a post-secondary institution 

to pusdpr@pusd11.net by July 1, 2022. 
• All awards will be distributed directly to the post-secondary institution, not the student.   
• All awards need to be claimed by October 1, 2022. Any unclaimed awards by that time will be lost and 

may be re-allocated to another student.  
 

*NOTE: Incomplete Applications will NOT be considered.
