THE FOUNDATION

The mission of the Peoria Education Foundation is to enrich and support
excellence in public education within the Peoria Unified School District.
Since 1987, the Peoria Education Foundation, an IRS designated 501(c)(3)
non-profit organization, has awarded grants to teachers to enhance the
educational experience of students and scholarships to graduating students.

TEACHER GRANTS

Annual grants fund innovative projects that demonstrate the potential to significantly improve student
achievement. A committee of community leaders evaluate and select the winning grants with a priority going to
innovative projects that can be replicated in other classrooms. Funding from the Peoria Arts and Cultural Festival
supports arts education opportunities that would not otherwise be available for students.

STUDENT SCHOLARSHIPS

The Peoria Education Foundation provides scholarship opportunities to Peoria Unified high school seniors.

EMERGENCY NEEDS FUND

Principals who receive prior authorization can purchase an item for a student in need. Principals first need to “elect”
to participate in the program as the initial cost would come from them personally, and then the Foundation can
reimburse them, up to $500 each school year. That could be for one student, or it could be used to meet multiple
smaller needs throughout the school year (glasses, shoes, etc.)
